Overview of Campus Sexual Assault

● Sexual violence is a common, criminal experience for college women, and a substantial number 
of college men report perpetration of non -consensual, sexually aggressive behavior.  

● Sexual violence victims are the largest group of those with Post -Traumatic Stress Disorder. 

● Most survivors do not report.

● Wome n in sororitie s  a re 74% more  like ly to be  rape d  compare d  to othe r colle ge  wome n

● Change s  in Fe de ra l and  Sta te  Guidance  for campus  s e xua l misconduct c re a te s  ambiguity for 
Title  IX Coord ina tors , SSAOs , Campus  Safe ty/Police , e tc .

● The  work done  by colle ge s  to pre ve nt s e xua l viole nce  has  his torica lly be e n carrie d  out in a  
re ac tionary manne r to inc ide nts  on campus  or fe de ra l mandate s .

Rape is the least reported and convicted violence crime in the U.S. There are 
many reasons why victims may choose not to report to law enforcement or 
tell anyone about what happened to him/her. Some include:

○ Concern for not being believed
○ Fear of the attackers  getting back at him/ her
○ Embarras sment or shame
○ Fear of being blamed
○ Pres sure from others  not to tell
○ Dis trus t of law enforcement
○ Belief that there is  not enough evidence
○ Des ire to protect the attacker
