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On July 3, 2008, Jana Lynne Mackey lost her life to violence
perpetrated by an ex-boyfriend in Lawrence, Kansas. The 25-year-old
University of Kansas law student was an advocate for women'’s rights
and spent years volunteering to aid victims of sexual assault and
domestic violence. As a passionate social and women'’s activist, Jana
fought for equality and social justice at every turn.

Described as “honey on steel,” Jana Lynne Mackey was the kind of
woman who inspired others. She inspired through her words, her song,
and her actions. In March 2008, Jana attended a Women's Leadership
Conference, where she was asked to prioritize her top personal values.
Jana identified her most important value as “equality for all persons,”
and her second most important as “the courage to stand up for her
own beliefs.” Jana ‘'walked’ her values. With these values, coupled with
her years of activism and political experience, Jana believed a law
degree was the next step in her journey to become the most effective

advocate possible for women and other underrepresented groups.

Jana was beautiful, intelligent, and kind. She was an advocate, a friend,
a sister, a daughter. She was magnetic. She was a bright spot on an
ordinary day. Jana was a hero. Jana is missed.
